Dr. Cumming has been an adjudicator at McGill University, Concordia University, 
the Peel Music Festival, and the Festivale Internazionale della Chitarra in Lagonegro Italy.  From 1999 
to 2002 Dr. Cumming was a guitar instructor at The Royal Conservatory of Music.  She is currently 
head of guitar studies at Salisbury University in Maryland.
